Internationals Vs BGC Wales - Overview & Trial 

Information 


Boys and Girls Clubs of Scotland are now open to receive 
player trial nominations for our Girls U15s and U17s 2026 
squad trials. 

The BGC Scotland U15s and U17s squads will each consist 
of 16 players, selected following a trial process. Trials are 
open to any players who fit the criteria below. 

Clubs and Parents/Guardians wishing to nominate players 
should read the information below carefully before 
submitting any nominations. 



Player Eligibility – 2026 Squads 

To be eligible to trial, players must fit age criteria, must be 
available for the International weekend dates, able to attend 
the BGC Scotland training sessions and aware of the costs. 

Age Brackets 

U15s: 

Born between 1 Jan 2011 – 31 Dec 2012 

U17s: 

Born between 1 Jan 2009 – 31 Dec 2010 

As per BGC rules, current Scotland National Team 
internationals are unable to trial. 

Trial Process 

• Each player will be allocated ONE initial trial night. 

• After all initial trials, a final call-back list will be 
issued for the final trial. 

• Trial dates & venues are detailed by email to either a 
parent/guardian or Club Secretary. 

• Trial Fee: £5 per player per trial - Payable via website 
link sent prior to each trial. 

• Trial evenings consist of round robin 11-a-side trial 
matches. 



Player Nominations 

Our preferred method is for Clubs to submit nominations 
(ideally via a Club Secretary). 
However, Parents/Guardians are also welcome to submit 
individual player nominations where required.

Trial dates and locations will be determined once all 
nominations are received. 
Each accepted nomination will receive ONE initial trial. 



Players Parent/Guardian or Club Secretary will be notified 
of each players trial date and venue and sent a sign up/
registration link from the BGC Scotland website to sign up 
and pay the £5 trial fee. 

Training Commitment 

If selected, full attendance at all subsequent training 
sessions is required. Training will begin after squad 
selection.
